He explained that the
Company has thoroughly analyzed the factors
contributing to the decline in share price and has from
time to time, communicated with investors regarding
the necessary measures being undertaken to address
the issue.
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He further stated that the Board is evaluating the
feasibility of @ share buy-back, noting that this is only
one aspect of a i;roader solution. The primary focus he
emphasized, remained on investing in high-quality
assets. He outlined that several steps have been taken
by the Company and the Board to enhance
performance and support recovery of the share price.
While noting that market movements are not entirely
within the Company’s control, the Chairman reaffirmed
the Board's committed to staying informed and actively
engaged with the aim of maintaining investor
confidence and support.
